The Chairman will make the recommendations to the Selectmen.

The Community Preservation Advisory Committee reconvened in the Selectmen’s meeting room to review the applicants for the at-large members of the Community Preservation Committee (CPC) 

The CPA Chairman informed the Selectmen that the statutory members of the advisory committee unanimously decided to recommend the following applicants as the four at large members of the CPC committee:  Ted Eayrs, Mark Belanger, Maureen Franco, and Mike Maddigan.  The Chairman of the Board of Selectmen asked Selectman Spataro to list and tally all recommendations for all in the audience and at home to view.  The Chairman, as well as all Selectmen and CPA statutory committee members, stated how difficult a decision it was to make since all applicants were so well qualified for the positions.
